Project Description:
Bain Short Plat.  The applicant requests approval of a Short Plat to allow the subdivision of 127,458 square feet (2.92 acres) into 3 single family lots and 2 tracts for open space and future development.  The applicant has requested for “Clustered housing standards” with the short plat to allow lots below the 9,600 sq. ft. size of the SF-S zone and for preservation of open space and critical areas.
