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Discussion, Calculation and Conclusion:

The site interior has long been cleared of trees and replaced with pasture. Currently there
are perimeter trees located along Newport Way NW. Many of these trees have been struck
by cars, or topped by utilities and are not viable. Furthermore, the site drops from the
street to the east substantially; required roadway improvements and street access to the
site will result in significant grading to occur and most of the trees along the western
perimeter will need to be removed.

There is a grove of trees located on the south side of the site that can be preserved, as well
as a second grove located in the wetland area - if there is not any grading in the area these
trees can be retained.

Per CIDDS 10.10 required tree density, 4 significant trees/5000 sq. ft.; the site has 182,512
developable sq. ft.; or a total of 146 trees. Twenty one (21) trees are proposed to be
retained; therefore 125 new trees must be provided.
