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WATTS SHORT PLAT

This Short Plat proposes to subdivide a parcel of land located at 275 Front Street South into two lots.  This short plan is being administered by the City of Issaquah at the request of the owner, Keith Watts (Watts Properties LLC), who desires to donate the back half of his property to the City as open space through this short plat and a quit claim deed. This permit application is not associated with any other development proposal.
The existing parcel is 35,990 sf in size and contains a small house that was constructed in 1943.  This house is owned by Watts Properties LLC as a rental.  Issaquah Creek runs along the length of the parcel on its west side.  The west end of the parcel is forested with large cottonwoods, and the house is located near the east end.  Three City drainage easements are located within the parcel.
The proposed Lot 1 will be retained by the owner for the SFR house on Front Street.  The parcel will be 10,590 square feet, which is allowed under SF-SL zoning.  No changes to use of this property are proposed.
The proposed Lot 2 will be donated to the City of Issaquah as open space along Issaquah Creek.  The parcel will be 25,400 square feet, which is allowed under SF-SL zoning.  All three City drainage easements will be contained within Lot 2.  Since this property will be encumbered by shorelines, stream buffer, and floodplains, the Short Plat may create an undevelopable parcel.  However, the intent of creating this parcel is for preservation of open space.  Zoning will be changed to CF-OS after the property is quit claimed to the City and the Comprehensive Plan is updated.
